FRAMEWORIK FOR THE CREATION OF
A CORPORATE PARTNERSHIP BOARD
OF THE
INTERNATICNAL TRANSPORT FORUM

Background

As the International Transport Forum (ITF) continues to take on the challenges of a changing
world, it recognises the importance of erhancing the co-operation with the corporate secior within
the scope of its field of work.

In keeping with the objectives establishes! by Ministers in the Dublin Deciaration of 2008, in
particuiar to foster a deeper understandirig, among policy makers and wider audiences, of the
role of transport as a key to economic growth, the ITF Secretariat is undertaking various
initiatives to increase private sector engagement in ITF activities.

As well as engaging with the corporate world through these partners, the ITF also engages with

international organisations, associations and other stakeholders on an ongoing basis throughout
the year. This document coOncerns only thie creation and the guidelines for a structure in support

of the relations with the corporate world.

Proposed action
further its relations with the corporate: sector, the ITF proposes to establish a Corporate
Partnership Board (CPB) with selected @ otors as its primary instrument for this outreach.

It is suggested that the Advisory Board would cease to exist. Within the CPB, 2 permanent
committee of informal advisors to the ITF Secretary General will be created, some members of
which would be current members of the Advisory Board. In the interest of transparency and good
govemance, a summary record of such zadvice would be maintained and made available to TMB
members.

The date of commencement is the date of approval of this document by the TMB.

Objectives
The creation of a CPB within [TF will enzble a regular dialogue with 2 pool of key corporate

actors in transport and other related seciors. The CPB will provide a platiorm to stimulate high-

level discussions with these important stakeholders on transport policy matters and facilitate
information exchange and networking.

The objectives of the CPB are to:

« Engage giobal actors of the corporate world in the activities of ITF';
« Generate corporate grants that contrisute 1o the activities of ITF.



Composition of the Corporate Partriership Board (CPE)

The CPB will be composed of companies (“Partners”) which have a clear international
perspective in their activities, and play an active role in the transport sactor or any associated
domain. Partner companies agree to make a grant to {TF as specified below and in accordance
with the OECD rules and practice.

Membership of the CPB is open'to companies in Member and non-Member countries, and is for
three years renewable. Its constitution would be as broad as possible in terms of geography,
sector and mode.

Membership of the CPB is by invitation cnly, to be made by the Secretary General on the
following basis:

» For companies registered in Member r:ountries of the ITF, and for the case of countries that so
wish, the Secretary General will consiIt with the country in which the company has its main
permanent establishment to ensure th2 country has no opposition to his extending an
invitation to the company to join the CI?B. if the company is established in several countries,
the country consulted will be the couriry where the main headquarters of the company are
jocated and the invitation shalf only b2 made to this company. Consultation would be by
written procedure with the country corcerned.

« For companies with their main permarent establishment in non-Member countries of the ITF,
the Secretary General will consult by written procedure with all members of the TMB before
extending an invitation to the compari/ 1o join the CP8.

Subsidiaries of companies that are alrezudy Partners are not eligible for CPB membership.

It is envisaged at this stage that the CPE shall comprise approximately 50 Partners which will be
reached incrementally over a three year seriod. The first 20 members of the CPB would come .
from (TF member countries.

REVENUES RAISED FROM THE COORPORATE PARTNERSHIP BOARD

Partner companies with annual revenues: (in the year prior to joining the CPB) of less than EUR

100 million will be asked to make a grari to [TF ¢f EUR 30 000 per annum for the period of their
membership. Partner companies with annual revenues exceeding EUR 100 million will be asked
to make a grant of EUR 50 000 per annum for the period of their membership.

Each grant agreement with a Partner wil contain the general objectives of the CPB and the
benefits available to the Partners, as deiined in this document, as well as specify the period of
membership and the level of grant to be paid by the Partner to the ITF.

As an order of magnitude, revenues raised by the CPB will be allocated as follows, unless the
TMB decides otherwise: '

e 20% would go to the running of the CPB, this figure would include staff, travel and indirect
costs, plus the OECD overheads (6% of gross revenues);
e 25% would go towards decreasing assessed contributions from countries;
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e 55% would go to development of newv competences and areas of activity in the Forum (non
land-based modes, more balanced over of European and non-European regions), and also
to ensuring sustainable value for our CPB members.

A periodic review of how the revenues :re being allocated will be undertaken by the TMB, based
on the reports produced by the Secretzriat

It is important to note that CPB membership would not influence any policy advice issued

by the ITF. It is imperative that the werk of the ITF remain impartial and independent at ali’
times.
